The chicken and pork tamales are made by Inocencia (name changed), a
single mother of a severely handicapped 10-year old daughter and a
chronically depressed adult daughter. The mother has a hard time holding
down a job since she is undocumented and she has numerous medical
appointments for her daughter. Her eldest daughter is also undocumented
and due to mental health issues does not work. Currently Inocencia cleans a
few rental condos which gives her about 10 hours of work per week. Tamale
sales will help her greatly with living expenses for her family.

Josefina (hame changed) made the vegetarian tamales. She used to work in a
pizzeria, but it has closed due to COVID-19. Her husband works part time.
They have two sons, and are trying to help their oldest with higher education
costs. Tamales sales are helping her do this.
